He was completely non politic"l and he wasn ' t 

scared pnd he badgered and so on and got permis ion that Jimxy was 

allowed to see me every two weeks . 

It was pretty t r a rontic , I mean it was te rrible because when he went 

he would c r y and scream , but we really felt it wns important that he 

should see me . And know that I existed. He survived; I mean you 

know , other k i ds had it far worse . He had a warm lovinR family around 

him.
