Jennifer Ferguson has just returned from a whirl wind tour of 
Finland , Sweden and Italy where she performed solo to critical 
acclaim . The tour resulted in a collaboration between Jennifer and 
leading Finnish artists on her song " Let's lose an Eye for Africa" 
The single will be released internationally , all proceeds going 
to the children suffering the effects of Apartheid in South 
Africa . The project is being co - ordinated by PAND 
International (Performers and Artists for Nuclear Disarmament ) 
peace orginasation founded by Harry Belafonte . 

At short notice ,Jennifer has agreed to perform at the Black Sun 
for ONE WEEK ONLY from Dec 5th to Dec 18th at 8:30 pm (Booking 
at Computicket ) .Jennifer will perform most of her songs solo 
,this season also introducing some collaborative work between her 
and pianist Moses Molelekewa . 
Jennifer will then leave for Cape Town where she will perform in 
the " Whale Room " at the South African Museum . On Dec 14th to 
17th .The performance will incorporate sounds and songs of the 
whales .
